BACKGROUND

CO-CREATE is the first activity under USAID and the UK Foreign, Commonwealth, and
Development Office (FCDO)’s Climate Action Partnership for Education (CAPE). In
collaboration with the Tanzania Ministry of Education and the Tanzania Institute of Education,
CO-CREATE is partnering with local climate and education champions to generate new ideas
and evidence to advance climate action, improve education outcomes, and promote gender
equality at local, national, and global levels. This $2 million project, implemented by the Aga Khan
Foundation in partnership with Belmont University, Creative Action Institute, and Restless
Development, runs from October 2023 to September 2025.
